This week the 
children rolled ears of corn in paint, creating a group art piece.  It was “messy”, “slippery” and fun!!  
 
Using another method to paint, we borrowed a kitchen tool, and created potato masher art. It was 
interesting to see the different patterns made by different mashers.  Stamping “up and down” is a very 
different painting technique than using a paint brush and sliding it side to side or rolling corn on paper.  
At snack time on Friday, we had corn and made real mashed potatoes.  Using a masher, the children 
took turns mashing par boiled potatoes with butter and milk. They all enjoyed the process, even if only a 
few were willing to try the potatoes!
